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How can | prevent soneone fromejecting a floppy disk out of a Macintosh?
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Sonme educational users have asked about disabling disk-ejecting procedures
to prevent students fromtaking startup disks fromtheir |ab conputers.
Here are two met hods:

1. Replace the Eject trap through an INIT so that the internal drive does
not eject disks.

(NOTE: This is not conpletely effective, since the user only needs to
restart the Macintosh while hol ding down the nouse button and the disk wll
ej ect. The student could also use a paper clip to eject the disk manually.)

2. Physically cover the drive opening. This would be the preferred
nmet hod, since the student woul d not have access to the startup di sk at
all. \When the Maci ntosh was restarted the di sk would reinsert itself
and the systemwould start up again.

Ergotron, Inc. nakes a product, called "The Mizzle", that protects a
Maci nt osh SE startup di sk, as do other third-party conpanies.
