To solve this, edit the batch files created by the install programso that
neither REDIR nor M NSES is | oaded. You nust run PCLAN first because its

redirector is a superset of Mcrosoft's redirector included wth Appl eShare PC
Appl eShare PC can use IBMs redirector, but IBMcan't use Mcrosoft's.

(NOTE: A related question is whether or not PCLAN and AppleShare PC will run at
the sane tine using the same Token Ring card.
