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The only inplenentation of BASIC for the Macintosh that is renotely simlar to
"Rocky Mountain BASIC' for the HP9000 series is Mcrosoft QuickBASIC. There
are nunerous di fferences, however, especially considering the nachine-specific
details of each BASIC. Rocky Muntain BASI C uses nany comuands and paraneters
that mean nothing to conputers other than HP9000 systens. Likew se, M crosoft
Qui ckBASI C uses Maci ntosh-specific comands that do not exist on other
conputers, as well as comand syntax in traditional Mcrosoft BASIC style -- a
style nuch different than that of Hew ett Packard' s BASIC.

They do share the inportant ability to use subprograms and functions, but the
nmet hod of inplenenting these is quite different between the two | anguages.

M crosoft Qui ckBASI C woul d gi ve your customer a powerful BASIC, but porting
anything other than the sinplest prograns from Rocky Mountain BASIC will not be
atrivial task -- especially with progranms that are 1/ G intensive because these
tend to be the areas where the | anguages differ the nost.

There are sonme definite benefits to using Mcrosoft Qui ckBASIC over HP's BASIC,
such as advanced debuggi ng features (breakpoints and ani nated tracing for
source-| evel debugging) as well as the sinpler nouse interface. Users can

qui ckly grow accustoned to the M crosoft Qui ckBASIC product, while Rocky
Mountai n BASIC has a cruder interface and takes nore tine to naster. O
course, you are already using Rocky Mountain BASIC, so the change in
progranmm ng environment will be dramatic; to what degree depends on how

fam liar you are with Macintosh user interface conventions.
