Yes, the Apple Extended Keyboard (the original as well as the Extended
Keyboard I1) can be used with the Maci ntosh Portable, as can the Apple
St andard Keyboard and ot her ADB devices that follow our specifications.
The differences will be in key layout, battery drain, and waking up the
Maci nt osh Port abl e.

The Appl e Standard Keyboard draws a maxi num of 100mA, and the Apple

Ext ended Keyboard draws a maxi nrum of 85mA. The Maci ntosh Portabl e
keyboard and keypad (or trackball) together draw 75mA. Fromthese
nunbers, you can see that addi ng the Extended Keyboard nore than doubl es
the ADB power requirenments. This decreases battery life somewhat. Since
you will be using the Extended Keyboard with the charger plugged in, this
shoul dn't affect you.

Anot her point, though ninor, is that the only way to nanually wake up the
Maci nt osh Portable is by pressing a key on the built-in keyboard.

Ext ernal ADB keyboards cannot provide this functionality. You will have
to power up the Macintosh Portable by pressing a key on the built-in
keyboard instead of the externally attached ADB keyboard.
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
