Disk First Aid's error
nessages are sonetinmes a little unclear because it defaults to the

"cl osest" error nessage.

One thing to do is bring up Disk First Aid' s status screen before you run
the test. After opening the drive, type Conmand-S, then check the drive.
You'll see a nmuch nore conprehensive list of actions than "Checking the
drive...".

Al so, be sure you're running Disk First Aid under Finder (not MiltiFinder),
and that the drive you' re checking is not the startup vol une.
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
