Al so, check with the software manufacturers for infornation on | atest
revi sions, what version of the system should be used with what version of
t he application, and inconpatibilities.

If problens continue after all software situations have been explored, | ook
at hardware, particularly nmenory or nenory nmanagenent. The problem coul d
be with RAM or the | ogic board.
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
