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The sound that you hear is the degausing coil being activated on power-up.
Color nmonitors are subject to inpurities fromother magnetic fields. This
is countered by putting a neutralizing field around the front of the CRT on
power-up or by pressing the degausing coil button on the back of the
noni t or.

The sound is sinmply the coil energizing and is in no way a sign of current
or future problens.
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
