System 7 Tune-Up 1.1.1
does not change the version of AppleTalk install ed.

e System 7.5 cones with AppleTal k version 58.1.3

The | atest version of AppleTalk is v58.1.6 and is avail able on the Power Book 190
and 5300 series computers. The | atest Network Software Installer (NSI) is 1.5.1
which installs AppleTal k v58.1.5. AppleTal k v58.1.5 should be used except for

t he Power Book 190 and 5300 series, or PCl-based Power Macintosh conputers (7200,
7500, 8500, 9500) which requires Open Transport. (Search on Network Software
Installer for specific content information.)
