Equi pped with a Small Computer Systens Interface (SCSI) port, the
Maci ntosh Plus transfers data up to six times faster through the SCS
port than through the disk drive port. Up to seven peripherals can be
dai sy chained to the Macintosh Plus at one tine.

- Enhanced ROWs
A new 128K ROM has been added to the Macintosh Plus. It offers a
Hi erarchical File Systemwhich allows the Macintosh Plus to operate
faster and function nore efficiently, inmproving overall system
performance. It provides the user with a nore efficient way to store and
retrieve docunents.

- Cursor Keys and a Nuneric Keypad
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The Maci ntosh Plus features a keyboard with cursor keys and a nuneric
keypad designed to accelerate data entry.

Connecting the Maci ntosh Plus to Apple peripherals and third party
peri pherals requires certain cables.

To ensure that users get the best perfornance fromtheir Mcintosh Pl us,
they must install the Macintosh Plus systemsoftware on all their
application disks. A programcalled the "Installer" on the Macintosh Pl us
System Tool s di sk makes installation quick and easy. This diskette is
bundl ed with every Maci ntosh Plus and Maci ntosh Plus Disk Drive Kit.

Plus Omer's Guide, as well as the 800K External Disk Drive Manual.

Upgrade Kits
Three Maci ntosh Plus Upgrade Kits enable customers to upgrade froma
Maci nt osh 128K or a 512K to a Maci ntosh Pl us.

- The Macintosh Plus Disk Drive Kit
This kit includes an 800K Di sk Drive, 128K ROM and Maci ntosh Pl us
Systens Tools Disk to update existing applications to work on the
Maci nt osh Plus. This kit exchanges the ROM chip and disk drive in the
Maci nt osh 128K or 512K for the new 800K Di sk Drive and 128K ROM

- The Macintosh Plus Logic Board Kit
This kit includes the Macintosh Plus |ogic board with 1MB of
RAM and new rear housing to accommpdate the external SCSI port, and a
Maci nt osh Pl us Omner's Cuide and informati on sheet. Also included is a
Maci nt osh Pl us Peripheral Adapter which allows connection to Macintosh
peri pherals such as ImageWiter and popular third-party peripherals. A
Maci ntosh Plus Disk Drive is required in order to install the Mcintosh
Pl us Logic Board Kit.

- The Macintosh Plus Keyboard Kit
This kit includes a keyboard with standard al pha | ayout, cursor keys,
and a nuneric keypad for easy data entry. It requires no deal er
installation.
