The Inage utility allows conversion of 300 dpi hal ftone
imges (PICT format) for printing at 360 dpi, which is the maxi mumresol ution
of the StyleWiter printer. The StyleWiter works with any Maci ntosh and is
an ideal conpanion for the Macintosh Cassic, the Macintosh LC, and

Maci ntosh |1si personal conputers. This printer offers a printing
alternative for users sharing a networked Apple LaserWiter printer

No additional cables, nmenory, or interface cards are needed to use the
StyleWiter. The detachable sheet feeder automatically feeds up to 50
sheets. This printer can be used without the sheet feeder with front and
rear manual feed options. The front and rear manual feed options sinplify
the printing of single sheet paper, envelopes, |abels, or transparencies.
The user replaceable ink cartridge prints up to 500 pages of text and
graphi cs.

Appl e's TrueType advanced font technology is incorporated into the package
with Tinmes, Helvetica, Courier, and Synbol font designs standard with each
StyleWiter. Additional conpatible TrueType fonts are available from ot her
suppliers, including headline, text, synbol, and novelty designs.
