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Technical Details

VWhen a user clicks on the "on' button to start At Ease, the boot bl ocks of the
boot volume are altered so that At Ease is used in place of the Finder. \Wen the
"off' button is clicked, the boot blocks are restored.

When the At Ease system has been restarted (the At Ease control panel turned
on), the extension contained in the control panel executes, installs sonme trap
patches, and creates an 'At Ease Itens' folder in the System Fol der. Any Control
Panel s or folders put into the At Ease folder will be ignored.

Suppor t

At Ease is sinple to set up and use. Apple provides support toll-free for one
year from date of purchase. (Because At Ease requires System 7, many custoners
will be upgrading to System 7 first, and then installing At Ease. The personnel
answering At Ease questions can al so answer System 7 questions.)
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
