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I want to enul ate the LK201 keyboard when using MacTerm nal to connect

to the DEC system"All in One Ofice Automation.” Menu F-keys work fine,
but I want to use physical F-keys on an extended keyboard, specifically F10
to exit. Using the MacTerminal VT320 Keyboard Emul ati on doesn't worKk.
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According to the VI320 Tool section in the MacTermi nal 3.0 User's Quide,
there are three ways to emulate the functions provided by the function keys
on the VT320 keyboard:

1) Regardl ess of the keyboard you have, the Keys nenu provi des sel ections
that function identically to VI320 function keys.

2) In addition, the Extended ADB keyboard contai ns Function keys that you
can use to enulate the VT320 function keys. However, the Extended ADB
keyboard contai ns Function keys F1 through F15, while the VT320 keyboard
contai ns Function keys F6 through F20. The discrepancy is resolved by
mappi ng Fx on the Extended ADB keyboard to F(x+5) on the VT320. For
exanpl e, to generate a VI320 F6, use F1 on the Extended ADB keyboard.

3) You can al so generate Function keys on the Mcintosh keyboards by using
t he Keypad keys in conmbination with the Option key, as shown in this

tabl e:
Maci nt osh keypad pl us OPTI ON equal s Function keys
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For user-defined VT320 function keys, hold down the Shift key and the
Option key, while pressing the appropriate keypad key.

The question is whether these F-keys you want to use are VT320 F-keys or
LK201 F-keys. \When you use a real DEC VT320 terminal with the application,
you press F10 to exit, but using MacTerminal 3.0 with the VT320 Tool, you
shoul d press F5 on the extended keyboard (offset of 5). You can al so use

t he Maci ntosh keypad 8 and the Option key to generate F10.

If this still doesn't work for your LK201 keyboard, you may want to check
into using a macro program such as Qui cKeys to nmap the function keys. This

is much easier than trying to map the resources in the VI320 Tool
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
