This problem seens to occur with v7.5 system software when you install fromthe
new v2.0 CD. This is also a problemw th any newly produced Power Macintosh
systens with v7.5 software installed on the Apple hard drive. You get generic
icons after a desktop rebuild.

The reason the generic icons appear is because the bundle bits on the Apple v2.0
CD are set incorrectly. Wen you install fromthis CD, the installed system
file has its bundle bit turned off (it should be on) and the system enabl er has
its bundle bit turned on (it should be off).

Wor kar ound

If you cannot downl oad the System 7.5 Update 1.0 at this time, but still want to
fix the problemtenporarily, you can try rebuil ding the desktop after starting
with extensions off. To do this:
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Restart your Macintosh while hol ding down the shift key.

Continue holding the shift key until you see the "Wl conme to Mcintosh,
Ext ensi ons of f" Screen.

Let go of the shift key and hold down the option and comrand keys
si mul t aneousl y.

Aick "Ckay" when the nessage "Are sure you want to rebuild the desktop file...'
appears.

If rebuilding the desktop with the hard drive as the startup di sk does not work,
try rebuilding the desktop while booting fromDi sk Tools or System CD

If you still have generic icons and you have a disk editor |ike Norton
MacTool s, or ResEdit, sinply turn the bundle bits on (systenm) and off (enabler),
as descri bed above, and rebuild your desktop file. You will be able to have the

system enabl er installed and get properly displayed icons.

Install the System 7.5 Update 1.0 to correct the issue.

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On ol der versions of System 7, the problemis nost likely that there was enough
roomon the hard disk to successfully install the system software, but not
enough roomto build the desktop correctly.

The solution is to nove or delete sone files to nmake nore roomon the hard di sk
and rebuild the desktop. You will find that all of your icons are restored.
