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The problemis the 'vi' application uses the SystemV terni nfo database (not
terncap) entry to do termnal emrmulation, and the 'dgd200' entry doesn't appear
inthe /usr/lib/termnfo/d directory. The 'dgd200' terntap entry does exist in
/etc/terncap though.

Fortunately, there is a public domain utility programcalled "captoinfo" that
converts a terncap database file to a terninfo source file. It reads the
terncap file fromstandard i nput and wites the ternm nfo source to standard
output. After converting to the term nfo source file, you then use '"tic' to
translate it into the conpiled format file. For exanple:

capt oi nfo < dgd200. cap > dgd200
tic dgd200

The dgd200 terninfo entry will be automatically put in the /usr/lib/term nfo/d
directory.
