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You will also need to increase the value of register S7, which determ nes

the nodem s tine delay -- in seconds -- to wait for carrier after dialing.

S7 needs to be set to a value greater than the length of tine it takes for the
nmodemto dial and listen to nine rings. Setting S7=100, within the nodem

script, should do the trick
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
