Appl eShare vol une, the admi nistrator can inpose security from LAN Manager
so the users won't have nore access than they should. The two requirenents
are the cc data directory has to be Read, and Wite and Shareable, while
the cc:Mail directory is Readable. Other directories on the volune can be
set to not accessible by the users.
