The only
function left in the altered Finder is shutting down the Macintosh.

The Oregon Trail nanual says to delete the System Fol der after copying the
bootabl e disk to the hard drive. Users sonetinmes ignore this step. Since
the nodified Finder's file type is Application, At Ease can add this Finder
as a button in the Applications panel when told to "Gather Applications."
Cicking the button | aunches the nodified Finder, which shuts the system
down.

If you have the light switch button, renove the duplicate System Fol der
The System Folder will be on the Macintosh hard disk in a folder called,
"Oregon Trail." The Finder may |l ook like a nornmal Finder icon or a light
switch icon. You can conclusively identify it by its version string:
"1.0al NEC Shutdown Finder."

Sonetimes, At Ease can't nake a button for the altered Finder. |If you
reinstall At Ease or renove the altered Finder from At Ease, the button may
not reappear after another Gather Applicati on comand.
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
