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Appl eDesi gn Power ed Speakers: AM Stations Anplified (3/94)

A pair of the Appl eDesi gn Powered Speakers (M4475LL/B) are picking up AMradio
signals. What can | do to prevent this?
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This problemis very common, and does not reflect on the design of the speakers.
The audi o/ video i ndustry has been plagued with conplaints of this nature for
years. The problemis the speaker wires act as an AM antenna. The AMsignal is
pi cked up by the wires, and sent to the anplifier to be anplified along with the
i ntended signal. If the pre-anp stage has a noise gate, like the inputs on the
Appl e Powered Speakers, the anplitude of the AMsignal is usually not high
enough to pass the gate, and it is not anplified.

The only thing that can be done to alleviate this problemis to purchase sone

hi gher quality shielded cables. Two possible sources are TASCAM and Monst er

Cabl e.

Again, this is not a design flaw in the speakers. Apple is responsible for

desi gni ng equi pnent that adheres to Federal Conmunications Comni ssion (FCC)
regul ati ons, and have done so with the Appl eDesi gn Powered Speakers.

Anot her option is to log the interference conplaint with the FCC. The FCC is the
governi ng body for Radio Frequency (RF) enmissions in the United States.
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
