Under MAE 2.0 or later, you can transfer applications with AFP services because
MAE has Appl eTal k & Appl eShare capabilities. If you chooses to use ftp, or not
to | oad the AppleTal k Kernel nodules, this article explains the process to use.

There are many third-party file transfer protocol (ftp) utilities that let you
transfer Macintosh files (applications or docunents) froma Mcintosh to any
UNI X workstation (Sun, HP, or AYUX) running the MAE. This article describes

t hese useful utilities:

« fetch 2.1.2* (freeware)

ftpd (shareware)

e VersaTerm PRO (comerci al)

* NCSA Telnet 2.6 (public domain)

NOTE: Use the correct format type when doing transfers so either the data, or
resource forks are preserved while transferring files between a Macintosh and
UNI X wor kst ati on.

* Fetch 3.0 and higher will not work with MAE 2.0.2, use version 2.X.X.

The fetch 2.1.2 utility is very straight forward; it acts as an ftp client on a
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Maci ntosh with MacTCP installed. It supports these file format types:

e Appl eSingl e

* MacBinary |

e MacBinary 11

* Bi nHex4

« Stuffit Archives
* MacHost

The ftpd Uility

The ftpd utility acts as an ftp server on a Macintosh with MacTCP. You can ftp
froma UNI X workstation (as an ftp client) to a Macintosh

For transferring Maci ntosh applications, you should use the AppleSingle fornat
if your ftp utility supports it. If the ftp utility does not support AppleSingle
format, you could use other utilities Iike BinHex, MacBinary, and so on. First
convert the files to be transferred into BinHex or MacBinary file format, then
use the binary transfer formin ftp. After transferring to the renote UN X

wor kst ation, you may use the sane utility in MAE to convert theminto their
original file format.

For people who do not have a floppy drive on their MAE machi ne, getting the
fetch and binhex utilities nentioned here can be a problem The solutionis to
log into ftp.abs. apple.com pub/nae/utilites and downl oad the tar archives of
fetch, stuffit, and binhex. The following read me is included in this
directory:

The utilities in this directory are helpful if you need to transfer files
bet ween Maci nt osh conputers and UNI X Wor kst ati ons running MAE 1.0.

This is an optional file that includes the conplete manual on the Fetch program
To use it, run Fetch with this file in the sane directory, and pull down the
W ndows nenu and sel ect Fetch Hel p.

/pub/mae/utilities/stuffit_exp.tar - (83K)

This is a tar archive of Stuffit Expander - Stuffit Expander 3.0.7 (81K). This
is a programthat can unpack Macintosh files in several formats.

/pub/mae/utilities/binhex4.tar - (10K)
This is a tar archive of BinHex4 - BinHex 4.0 (8K). This is a programthat can
encode and decode Macintosh files in BINHEX (. hgx) format.

Enter the following UNI X conmands to unconpress the downl oaded archi ves:

tar -xvf fetch.tar
tar -xvf stuffit_exp.tar
tar -xvf binhex4.tar

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Usi ng Fetch

Run Fetch on a Macintosh conputer that is on the same network as your

wor kstation (that you use to run MAE). \When "get"ing a file, always sel ect

bi nary transfer node. Wien "put"ing a file, on the final dialog select

Appl eSingle as the file format. For nore conplete instructions on using Fetch
read the online Fetch Hel p.

NOTE: Any "put" file format besides APPLESI NGLE does not work.

There is an inconpatibility that occurs when running Fetch under MAE. After an
ftp transfer (get, put or directory listing) has conpl eted, Fetch does not
recogni ze the conpletion event and waits (the dog cursor keeps running). To
manual |y correct this, just press the Cancel button or press Conmand-. (period)
after the ftp transfer has conpleted. Note that the Fetch Transcript w ndow

(i nvoked fromthe Wndow nenu) displays a nmessage when the transfer has
conpl et ed

Using Stuffit Expander

Stuffit Expander is a freeware Maci ntosh application that can deconpress and
decode a nunber of different formats including Stuffit, Conpact Pro, AppleLink
and BinHex. This programis also invoked automatically by Fetch after the
transfer process to deconpress archive files (Fetch can decode BinHex files
itself).

To use Stuffit Expander, drag the archive or encoded file on top of the Stuffit
Expander icon or open the file fromwithin Stuffit Expander

Usi ng Bi nHex4

BinHex 4.0 is a freeware Maci ntosh application that can encode and decode files
in BINHEX format. This is the nost common form of ASCI I encodi ng and transfer
used for Macintosh files.

To use BinHex 4.0, launch BinHex 4.0 and choose Application --> Upload fromthe
File nenu. Select the file you want to encode fromthe standard file dial og and
save it (always make the suffix .hgx to showit is a BINHEX file). To decode a
.hgx file, choose Upload --> Application fromthe File nenu and select the file
to decode fromthe standard file dialog and save it.
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BinHex 4.0 is free for non-conmercial purposes and copyright by Mi nstay.

Special ftp Note

.hgx files are the only files that can be downl oaded in ASCI|I node; all others
nust be downl oaded in BI NARY node for the file to deconpress properly. Qtherw se
you get errors like "unreadable file" or "file is corrupt” when you try to
deconpress them
