Oher partition options are avail able as custom sel ecti ons
within HD SC Setup. |If you need to use additional software in your
Maci ntosh Partition beyond what is necessary to boot and nmaintain A/ UX
the default 4 MB Macintosh Partition size may be insufficient for your
needs. If this is so, you may need to re-partition the drive using
either one of the pre-set custompartition naps, or one you create so
that your Macintosh Partition will be |arge enough to acconmobdate your
needs.
