What is wrong?
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Styl eEdit can be confusing when you first launch it because it opens to a text
wi ndow with what | ooks |ike text that you can edit. The program appears to be
dead until you can edit the text. You can edit the text, but you cannot just
click onit to select it.

There are three ways you can edit the text:

1) Choose "Text" fromthe "Edit" menu.

2) Hold down the "Conmand" key and the "Y" key.
3) Double-click in the text w ndow.

Doi ng one of these things will bring up a separate text w ndow which you can
edit. (The wi ndow | ooks |ike at text wi ndow you m ght see in a programlike
Adobe Phot oshop.)

The reason two separate wi ndows are necessary to edit text and view text is that
the Apple Media Tool does not currently support "rich" styled text. In other
words, you can't mix fonts, point sizes, etc. in the sane text field. StyleEdit
uses a text-entry wi ndow |i ke Photoshop to force users to confine thenselves to
one style at a tinme. The reason why rich text is not supported that rich text
does not work well in a cross-platformenvironnent.

If you want to utilize rich text and do not care about cross-platformissues,
then you can nodi fy TEXTHANDLER to use TEStyl Handl es instead of TEHandl es and
