The new Multiple Scan 15 Display only
accepts sync on separate input lines, one for the horizontal and one for the
vertical. There is at least one third-party display adapter you can use, which
enabl es you to use the Multiple Scan 14 or Multiple Scan 15 Display with either
the Maci ntosh Ilsi or Macintosh Ilci computer.
