Direct Menmory Access (DMA, also called Direct Menory Addressing) is used
extensively in conputer systens design to help inprove performance. It all ows
systens to transfer |arge anpbunts of data into the conputer's menory, w thout
burdeni ng the mai n n croprocessor.

For exanple, the prem se behind SCSI (Snall Conputer SystemlInterface) DVA is
that files can be retrieved froma SCSI hard drive and | oaded into nenory by a
SCSI DVA controller. Wiile the DVA controller is loading files in the
background, the mmin processor (for exanple: a 68030, 68040, or PowerPC
processor) can continue to work on other tasks.

DVA has been used in several Macintosh products, wi thout specifically being
called out. There are several interface areas in which Apple has chosen to use
DVA techni ques to inprove performance. These are Apple Desktop Bus (ADB),

Et hernet, Fl oppy drive access, SCSI, serial comunications, sound input, sound
out put, and sone other 1/0O operations.
