1) Question: Wiat is the Mbdern Menory Manager?

Answer: The Mbdern Menory Manager is a conpletely rewitten native version of

t he previous Menory Management code found in operating systems previous to
System 7.1.1. It offers better performance than the previ ous 680x0 assenbly code
because it runs in the native PowerPC environment. In addition, perfornance
enhancenents were made by significantly inproving the heap nanagenent

al gorithms.

It is possible to disable this new Menory Manager and revert to the old Menory
Manager in ROM This is done through the Mbdern Menory Manager panel in the
Menory control panel. The default setting is Moddern Menory Manager On.
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2) Question: Wiat is the expected performance increase by turning on the Mdern
Menory Manager on a Power Maci ntosh?

Answer: \Wen you turn off Mddern Menory Manager, you are essentially running the
Menory Manager in enul ation node, rather than in native PowerPC node.

Engi neering has stated that activating Mddern Menory Manager will yield a
performance i ncrease of about 20 to 30 percent, although with sone applications,
t hat nunmber can be as high as 200 percent.

3) Question: Should Modern Menory Manager be turned OFF on Power Maci ntoshes
that are not running lots of native applications?

Answer: All Power Macintosh systens ship fromthe factory with the Mddern Menory
manager turned ON. There are many benefits to | eaving the Mbdern Menmory Manager
ON. The new Menory Manager uses native Power PC code and better al gorithns for
faster performance. The Moddern Menory Manager should only be turned OFF if a
user's application or extension is experiencing conpatibility issues.

4) Question: Does Mddern Menory Manager cause crashes if the systemis not
runni ng native applications?

Answer: The Modern Menory Manager does NOT cause crashes if the user is not
runni ng native or FAT applications. Non-native applications and other software
witten according to Inside Maci ntosh guidelines for the original Menory Manager
shoul d be compatible with the Modern Menory Manager. Non-native applications and
ot her software that do not follow the Inside Macintosh guidelines could
potentially crash while calling on the Modern Menmory Manager's services. You can
test conpatibility by turning off the Modern Menory Manager in the Menory
control panel
