Anot her way to change the tinme limt is by including some commas to the end of
the dialing string. Every conma attached to the end of the nunber will add
approxi mately 2 seconds to the amount of tinme ARA will wait before it assunes
the connection will not establish itself. Belowis an exanple

This dialing string will add approximately 20 seconds to the default tine, which
is usually 50 seconds.
