The Apple LAN Utility is provided to performthe follow ng tasks for Apple LAN
interfaces:

1) Qotain the burned-in address w thout connecting to a network.

2) Override the burned-in address with a |l ocally-adni nistered address (this is
nostly done in SNA and DECNet environments).

3) Set the speed for token ring interfaces that are software sel ectable.

The utility is intended to handle all Apple ethernet and token ring interfaces,
whet her built-in or on cards. Wen run, the utility opens one w ndow per
interface present in the machi ne, describing what its configuration will be the
next tine that interface is activated. This utility nakes no attenpt to alter
the current operation of an active interface.

To make any changes to an interface, it is necessary to choose “All ow Changes”
fromthe Edit nenu. This was provided to nminimze the chance of accidentally
overriding a burned-in address.

To renmove a |l ocal ly-adni ni stered address, either clear the entry or set it to 12
zer oes.

The utility can save a tab-delinmited text file describing the machine’s
configuration. The file has the follow ng format:
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Line 1. The Maci ntosh nodel, machi ne nane and user nane

Line 2: Title strings

Lines 3 - n: One line per interface with bus/slot, interface name, burned-in
address, |ocal address and speed

The addresses are given in hexadeci mal and are quoted to allow the file to be
imported into a spreadsheet if desired.

Al though the text file is rather ugly when viewed in TeachText/Si npl eText, it
can be nmade to | ook better when viewed in a word processor or spreadsheet
program by adjusting the tabs or cell sizes appropriately.
