The pointer will then change to two arrows indicating that you are
now in the correct position to nodify the partition size. dick and hold the
nouse button to increase or decrease the partition size by sliding the rectangle
up and down, respectively. The exact partition size will be indicated in the
"Vol ume | nfo" section of the w ndow.

Cick the "OK" button to accept the partitioning schene you have configured. You
will then be returned to the previous wi ndow, where your partitioning schene
will be summarized

Cick the "Initialize" button. The drive will be partitioned accordingly,
erasing all data stored on it in the process. Partition names will by default be
titled, "Untitled x" where "x" represents the partition nunber. You can renane
the partitions after initialization is conpleted and you have quit Drive Setup
If, thereafter, you wish to startup the conputer fromone of the partitions, you
will have to install systemsoftware on that partition.
