i ntroduction of Serial DVA architecture, present in the 660 AV and 840 AV systens
as well as Power Macintosh nmodels (with the exception of the 5200, 6200, 5300,
6300, and Power Book 5300 systens) it may be possible to drive the serial ports
at speeds up to 230.4 kbps.

The Serial DMA 2.0.2 driver docunentation describes these higher speed control
calls. In the future, we expect to see updated tools that take advantage of

t hese hi gher speed calls. Since the Maci ntosh Tool box only allowed a maxi mum
setting of 57.6 kpbs nearly all comunications software, such as the Apple Mddem
Tool and the Serial Tool, use 57.6 kbps as the maxi num

A PC Card nodemis not subject to the same linmitations as conmuni cations through
a serial port. Since PC Cards can handl e 10 Mbs Ethernet connections it is

certain that unless the manufacturer has done some very poor engineering, the
only linmtation is the ability of the nbdemto handle the data throughput.
