Thi s docunent gives you sone hel pful information for installing and using System
7.5 Update 2.0 ("Update 2.0"). Since rel easing Update 2.0, Apple has been

nmoni toring our custoners' experience with installing and using it. After
receiving a significant amount of feedback on this software release, there is
some hel pful information that we can provide to ensure that the transition to

t he new version of System 7.5 goes as snoothly as possi bl e.

1. Read the "Installing This Update" Read Me. It is very inportant that you
follow the directions in this read ne when you install Update 2.0.

2. Use Disk First Aid Make sure you use the Disk First Aid programto test and,
if necessary, repair the disk on which you're going to install the update. On
the CD, Disk First Aid can be found by using the path:

On the floppy disks, Disk First Aid can be found on System 7.5 Update 2.0 - 1,
inthe Uilities folder.

3. Update your hard disk driver. Make sure you update your hard disk driver to
the I atest version available. If you are using an Apple driver, both Apple HDSC
Setup and Drive Setup are available with Update 2.0. Mdst 68K conputers (the 68K
conputers that are exceptions are |listed below should use HDSC Setup. All
Power PC conputers, and the follow ng 68K conputers that have |IDE hard di sks

Al'so, if you have a 68K computer and have installed a Power PC Upgrade Card, you
shoul d use Drive Setup.

*Speci al note about the PowerBook 150 series computers: you do not need to
update the driver on your conputer (as described in the user's manual) wth
Drive Setup. (The driver on your conputer is contained in it's ROM)

On the floppy disks, Apple HDSC Setup can be found on System 7.5 Update 2.0 - 1,
inthe Uilities folder.

To use Drive Setup 1.0.4, fromeither the CD or the floppies, you nust first
custominstall it. This can be done by opening the System 7.5 Update 2.0
Installer, and selecting Customlinstall in the upper pop-up nenu. Then open the
triangle next to "Applications", and select "Drive Setup".

4. Use the Extensions Manager control panel to turn off all non-Apple extensions
before installing the update. To do this, select "System7.5 Only" if your
current systemsoftware is 7.5 or 7.5.1, or "System7.5.2" if your current
system software is 7.5.2, then restart your conputer. After the update is
installed you can then go back and agai n use the Extensions Manager control

panel to turn your extensions back on. See the "Installing This Update" Read M
for conplete steps and information.

5. Do not renane or nove files around within your System Fol der before
installing Update 2.0. The Installer nmakes some assunptions that certain files
will be in certain places. If these files are noved or renaned, files that are
installed could be placed in the wong place, or not installed at all.

If you believe you have noved or renaned files, and are not sure how to nove or

renane them so that Update 2.0 will install correctly, then you should performa
clean install of the system software on your conputer. For instructions on how
to performa clean install, see the nmanual that cane with your conputer

6. If you have an AppleVision Display and you have problens after installing the
Update 2.0, you should install AppleVision Fix 1.1. This software fixes such
probl ens as:

* When you press the buttons on the front of the display, you see a nessage that
says "No Appl eVision Display is connected."

* You have a Power Macintosh 7200 and cannot find the Monitors & Sound control
panel in the Control Panels folder.

* The Monitors & Sound control panel does not have Geonetry, Col or, and Monitor
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Sound buttons. (NOTE: The Mnitor Sound button appears only if you have an AV
noni tor.)

* You can't change the resolution of the AppleVision Display or you can't open
t he Appl eVision Setup control panel.

* Maci nt osh Gui de does not contain information on the AppleVision Software or

Di spl ay.

7. System 7.5 Update 2.0 will require nore RAM especially on Power PC-based
systens. The increased anount of RAM which System 7.5 Update 2.0 requires will
vary greatly dependi ng on whi ch Maci ntosh systemyou are updating, and what your

system configuration is.

According to tests run by Apple, the RAMreserved for systemsoftware for many

680x0- based Maci ntosh systens will increase |ess than 100K as conpared to System
7.5.1, while the RAM reserved for system software for many Power Maci ntosh
systems will increase 300K-850K as conpared to 7.5.1. The results you will see
may vary.

8. Use the following tips for these specific situations:

* Usi ng Connecti x RAM Doubl er on a PowerBook. There is an inconpatibility

bet ween System Software 7.5.3 and Connecti x RAM Doubl er and Power Book conputers.
On Power Book conputers running System 7.5.3 and RAM Doubler, if you put the
Power Book to sleep and then wake it up, the nmachine may crash with a Type 8
error. Apple is currently working on this problem and will have a solution
available in the near future. In the neantine, there are two ways to workaround
this problem First, the problemw Il not occur if MacsBug is installed. The
MacsBug software can be found on the sane on-line services |isted above. The
path to use is: Apple SWUpdates: US: Macintosh: Utilities: MacsBug 6.5. 3.
Secondly, the problemw Il not occur if RAM Doubler is turned off.

* Using PCl Power PC Conputers with Ethernet. Power PC-based conputers with PC
slots m ght have a different physical Ethernet address after you install Update
2.0. The update fixes a bug that caused an incorrect physical Ethernet address
to be used in environnents where TCP/I P addresses are obtai ned usi ng BootP,
DHCP, or RARP. To see the new Ethernet address after you install the update,
open the File menu in the AppleTal k or TCP/IP control panel and choose Get Info.
If you install the update and are no | onger able to use your TCP/I P-based
applications, contact your network systemadmi nistrator. If you have access to
the Internet, detailed information regarding this issue can be found in the
article "System 7.5.3 and Physi cal Ethernet Address Change" in the Technical
Information Library.
