I ntroduction

This Read Me docunent contains |ate-breaking information about Open Transport
conpatibility, add-on software, and solutions to known problems with third-party
software. For instructions about how to use the Open Transport control panels
(Appl eTal k and TCP/ I P), use Macintosh Quide, available fromthe Quide (question
mar k) menu. For technical information about Open Transport, see "Open Transport
Technical Info."

Net wor k Sof t ware Sel ect or

The Network Software Sel ector (NSS) enabl es users of npbst 68030, 68040, and
early Power PC-based conputers to choose between Open Transport networKking
software and classic AppleTalk if both are installed. (You nust restart the
conputer for the change to take effect.) PCl-based conputers support only Open
Transport. NSS is in the Apple Extras folder; information on using it is built
into the application

NSS is intended to ease the transition to OQpen Transport by allowi ng you to use
t he ol der networking software if there is a conmpatibility problemw th an
application and Open Transport. Once the problemis resolved, you should switch
back to Open Transport.

NOTE: Because MacTCP is inconpatible with Qpen Transport v.1.1, MacTCP is
di sabl ed any time Qpen Transport is selected using the Network Software
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Sel ector. (Open Transport uses the TCP/IP control panel instead of MacTCP.) If,
however, you reselect classic AppleTalk, MacTCP will be enabl ed again, but you
will need to re-enter the IP settings in the MacTCP control panel

 For users of the older networking software, this update includes MacTCP
2.0.6, which

- shortens retransni ssion del ays

- prevents potential out-of-nenory errors

- makes configuring conmuni cations easier

- gives users nore control over which servers to contact and in what order

Network Interface Options

Open Transport 1.1 supports PCl bus, NuBus, conmunications slot, and PC-card
network interface cards as well as built-in Local Tal k and et hernet network
adapters. For Macintosh nodel s wi t hout expansi on options, Open Transport
supports SCSI -attached network adapters.

Third party network interface options available for Open Transport include fast
et hernet, ATM and FDDI

Conpatibility

Open Transport is conpatible with:

» existing applications that use AppleTal k as specified by Apple Conputer
I nc.

e existing applications that use MacTCP as specified by Apple Conputer,
I nc.

» existing devices (such as printers) that you select in the Chooser

e existing NuBus network interface cards

Open Transport is conpatible with existing AppleTal k, TCP/IP Local Tal k and
et hernet networks. Maci ntosh conputers running Qpen Transport can be added to an
exi sting network wi thout upgradi ng other conputers on the network.

Di al -up Network Connectivity
For connectivity to AppleTal k networks, Qpen Transport supports Apple Renpte
Access version 2.0.1 or later.

For dial -up connectivity to TCP/IP networks, including the Internet, Open
Transport supports third party MacTCP software extensions known as Link Access
Modul es, or "ndevs." Serial Line Interface Protocol (SLIP) and Point to Point
Prot ocol (PPP) connectivity are provided through ndevs.

Wth the appropriate ndev installed, you use either SLIP (Serial Line Interface
Protocol) or PPP (Point to Point Protocol) to connect to Internet Service

Provi ders and other dial-up I P-access points. However, not all versions of al
ndevs are supported by Open Transport 1.1. For best results, be sure to use the
versions of software reconmrended bel ow

Open Transport 1.1 recognizes the follow ng MacTCP ndevs. Wen installed on your
system they are available in the "Connect Via:" pop-up nenu in the TCP/IP
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control panel

e FreePPP - version 1.0.4 or later

e MacPPP - version 2.1.4 SD or later (version 2.2.0 is not recommended).
e InterPPP - version 1.2.9 or later

e InterPPP Il - version 1.1 or later

e InterSLIP - version 1.0.1 or later

e MacSLIP - version 3.0.2 or |ater

e VersaTerm SLIP - version 1.1.4 or |ater

e Sonic PPP - version 1.0.2 or |ater

« AOL Link - the nbst current version is recomended

In addition, there are a nunber of third party PPP ndevs (including Pacer PPP
FCR PPP and Tri be PPP) which have a comobn technol ogy base and as a result are
i ndi stinguishable fromone another to Open Transport. Wen installed, these
appear in the "Connect Via:" pop-up nenu in the TCP/IP control panel as "TCP/IP
PPP. "

NFS/ Share 1.3.x and 1.4 are not conpatible with Open Transport. To use NFS/ Share
with Open Transport, you nust contact Intercon to obtain a version of NFS/ Share
that is conpatible with Open Transport.

Power Books that are updated with the Power PC Upgrade Card

If you have a PowerBook that is upgraded with the Power PC Upgrade Card, the
Aut oRenpunt er control panel nmay not work when you are using Open Transport. |If
you select "After Sleep" instead of "Always" in the AutoRenbunter control
panel ,your conputer will reconnect to shared vol unes when you wake the

Power Book. It may take approximately 20 seconds to remount the shared vol unes.
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
