Alternative to | oading | onmega Guest

An alternative to loading Guest is to sinply to have a Macintosh formatted Zip
di sk i nserted when you start your conputer. Macintosh-formatted Zip di sks
contain a driver which will automatically run when the conputer starts. To use
this sinply alternative:

Start the conputer follow ng your normal startup procedures.

Once your Macintosh has started with the Zip disk inserted, you will be able to
use your drive just like any other renpveable drive on your system

NOTE: The lonega driver is not installed pernmanently on a Macintosh using this
connecti on met hod.

* The foll owi ng nessage nay appear when you are attenpting to run the |onega
Guest utility, "The driver version 5.0.1 is | oaded and ready to run your
drive(s)." This message generally indicates that the Ionmega Driver is already
| oaded. Since the lonega Driver is already |oaded, you do not need to use the
| omege Guest utility. In this case, you need only to close the nessage dial og
box and access the Zip drive.
