The PCL enul ator in the LaserWiter Select 360 uses the current dpi (dot per
inch) setting in the printer. Therefore, if the LaserWiter Select 360 is
currently set for 300 dpi, then all PostScript and PCL jobs will be printed at
300 dpi. In other words, when printing in PCL, the dpi node currently set on the
printer will be used for PCL as well. This also holds true for the LaserWiter
16/ 600 PS, however, since the 16/600 cannot be set at anything other than 600
dpi, all PCL jobs by default will be printed at 600 dpi

The easi est way to change the dpi on the printer is to use the Apple Printer
Uility or the LaserWiter Utility froma Macintosh on the network. There is an
"I'magi ng Options" itemunder the "Uilities" menu which allows you to change
dpi, and enable FinePrint at the 300 dpi setting.

As to which LaserWiters support PCL at 600dpi. If the printer supports 600 dp
and PCL, then PCL jobs will print at 600 dpi as long as the printer is already
in that node.
